Activities to be carried out by invigilators before the start of each paper that permits the use of Graphic Calculator
15 minutes before the start of each paper, invigilators should make the following announcements to their candidates on the use of graphic calculators:


(A) You are required to reset and clear the memory in your graphic calculators before you start the examination. If you have not done so, please do it now. 
(B) A physical check on your graphic calculators will be conducted by the invigilators after this announcement.  
(C) It will be deemed as a dishonest act if candidates fail to adhere to the instructions on the use of graphic calculator. A candidate is liable to have his or her result of the paper cancelled and may be refused entry for subsequent papers or re-entry to examinations in subsequent years, if he or she is found to have committed an act of dishonesty.   

After the above announcements have been made, please do the following:

(A) Give candidates about 5 minutes to reset the calculators. 
(B) After 5 minutes, conduct a physical check on the candidates’ graphic calculators. If any candidates’ calculators are found not reset or with uncleared memory, please instruct the candidates to reset them or clear the memory. 
(C) Start the examination after all graphic calculators have been checked.         

Note:
Candidates must be given full duration of the paper as stipulated in the exam timetable. The time spent in resetting the graphic calculators by the candidates and checking the calculators by the invigilators must not be included in the duration of the paper.
