Instructions for updating the operating system (OS) and Calculator Software Applications (Apps) on the TI-84 PLUS graphic calculator (GC)
1.
The five approved apps for use in the GCE ‘A’ level examinations for Singapore from 2008 onwards are:
· Catalog Help (CtlgHelp),

· Conics Graphing (Conics),

· Inequality Graphing (Inequalz),

· Transformation Graphing (Transfrm), and 

· Polynomial Root Finder and Simultaneous Equation Solver (PlySmlt2).

2.
Some calculators may already have the Apps pre-loaded.  Otherwise, to install the above apps in your TI-84 PLUS, you need to have the latest OS version 2.43.
3.
To check which OS is installed on your calculator, follow these instructions:
1)
Turn on your calculator.
2)
Press [image: image1.png]


 followed by [image: image2.png]


.


The OS version should be 2.43.  Otherwise, you need to upgrade the OS by following the steps in 4. below.

There are two ways to upgrade the OS and install the new Apps:

Method 1 (via the TI ConnectTM Software
 to be installed on computer)
1)
Install the TI ConnectTM Software that is bundled together with your calculator.

Important: Install the TI Connect™ software before connecting the TI Connectivity Cable to your computer.
Requirements for Windows®: 

· Computer operating system: Microsoft® Windows® 98, ME, 2000, or XP.

· Hard disk space: 50 MB hard disk space available (32 MB required for installation).

· Display properties: A color setting of at least 16-bit. The graphics in the TI Connect™ software have been optimized for use with a color-depth setting of at least 16-bit. You can adjust this in the Settings tab of your Display Properties window.

· TI Connectivity Cable: USB computer cable, USB Silver Edition cable, black link cable, or gray link cable.

2)
Connect your calculator to your computer using the TI Connectivity Cable.
3)
Launch the program TI Connect.

4)
To install the new OS, drag and drop the OS file TI84Plus_OS.8Xu onto the TI DeviceExplorer icon.
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5)
To install the Apps, similarly drag and drop the Apps files ctlghelp.8xk, conicgrz.8xk, inequalz.8xk, polysmlt.8xk, and transfrm.8xk in turn onto the TI DeviceExplorer icon.
Method 2 (via another calculator)
1) Connect your calculator to another calculator that has the updated OS.
2) On your calculator, press [image: image5.png]

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Select 1: Receive.

3) On the calculator that has the updated OS, press [image: image10.png]

4) After the OS has been upgraded on your calculator, install the new apps as follows.  As in step 2), press [image: image13.png]

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 and select 1: Receive.
5) On the calculator that has the required Apps, press [image: image16.png]

As of 2008, the Press-to-Test way of clearing memory for TI-84 PLUS and TI-84 PLUS (Silver Edition) will be accepted in the GCE ‘A’ Level Examinations.
To clear memory, press and hold onto [image: image23.png]

.  Note that the five approved APPS will remain.
